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3) Prepare a letter of explanation to include in your application outlining why you are choosing to
change institutions in Canada.

4) Submit your application to IRCC.

5) Once your application is approved, upload a copy of your valid study via the NBCC portal.

NOTE: It is important that you recognize the timelines associated with any breaks between two
programs of study.
